MATTHEW 8:5-8, 10

“When Jesus entered Capernaum, a centurion approached him
and appealed to him, saying, “Lord, my servant is lying at home
paralyzed, suffering dreadfully.” He said to him, “l will come and
cure him.” The centurion said in reply, “Lord, | am not worthy
to have you enter under my roof; only say the word and my
servant will be healed.” When Jesus heard this, he was amazed
and said to those following him, “Amen, | say to you, in no one
in Israel have | found such faith.”

Faith enables one to know God and all He has revealed.

In the Gospel above, the centurion asked Jesus to heal his servant.
He tells Jesus how his servant is suffering. How did Jesus respond?
What does this teach you about Jesus?
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The centurion believed Jesus would heal his servant. Jesus praised
him for his great faith.

LUKE 10:21

Jesus rejoiced in the Holy Spirit and said, “l give you praise,
Father, Lord of heaven and earth, for although you have hidden
these things from the wise and the learned you have revealed
them to the childlike. Yes Father, such has been your gracious
will.”

Humility is having an awareness that all our gifts come from God
and appreciation of the gifts of others.

In the Gospel today Jesus is praising the Father for the gifts He has
given to the childlike. Do you remember to thank God for the gifts
He has given you?

Do you recognize the gifts God has given to your parents, friends,
and siblings?

MATTHEW 15:32-37

Jesus summoned his disciples and said, “My heart is moved with
pity for the crowd, for they have been with me now for three
days and have nothing to eat. | do not want to send them away
hungry, for fear they may collapse on the way.” The disciples
said to him,Where could we ever get enough bread in this
deserted place to satisfy such a crowd?” Jesus said to them,
“How many loaves do you have?” “Seven,” they replied, “and a
few fish.” He ordered the crowd to sit down on the ground. Then
he took the seven loaves and the fish, gave thanks, broke the
loaves, and gave them to the disciples, who in turn gave them
to the crowds. They all ate and were satisfied. They picked up
the fragments left over-seven baskets full.

Magnificence is doing great things for God.

Jesus shows His compassion and love for the crowd by multiplying
the seven loaves and few fish. This miracle shows how God loves
us and cares for us.

Miracles continue to happen in our time. Can you think of a miracle
that God does everyday through an ordained priest?

When we practice the virtue of magnificence we are saying “yes”
to God’s grace and offering Him our gifts and talents. What is
something you can offer to God?

THURSDAY OF THE FIRST WEEK OF ADVENT

MATTHEW 7:21

Jesus said to his disciples: “Not everyone who says to me, ‘Lord,
Lord, will enter the Kingdom of heaven, but only the one who
does the will of my Father in heaven.

Obedience means to listen to rightful authority and follow directions.

In today’s Gospel passage, Jesus tells His disciples that to enter the
Kingdom of Heaven a disciple must be faithful in words and actions.

A disciple is one who says “yes” to the Father’s will.

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MATTHEW 9:27-31

As Jesus passed by, two blind men followed him, crying out,
“Son of David, have pity on us!” When he entered the house,
the blind men approached him and Jesus said to them, “Do you
believe that | can do this?” “Yes, Lord,” they said to him. Then he
touched their eyes and said, “Let it be done for you according
to your faith.” And their eyes were opened.

Faith enables you know God and all that He has revealed.

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LUKE 5:18-20; 24-25
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And some men brought on a stretcher a man who was paralyzed;
they were trying to bring him in and set him in his presence. But
not finding a way to bring him in because of the crowd, they
went up on the roof and lowered him on the stretcher through
the tiles into the middle in front of Jesus. When Jesus saw their
faith, he said, “As for you, your sins are forgiven.” He said to the
one who was paralyzed, “l say to you, rise, pick up your stretcher,
and go home.” He stood up immediately before them, picked up
what he had been lying on, and went home, glorifying God.

In this Gospel passage, the men brought the paralyzed man to Jesus.
They had faith in God and believed he could be healed.

We can bring people to Jesus too. Do you know of anyone who is
sick, sad, or lonely? Imagine yourself bringing this person to Jesus.
Draw a picture of what this “looks like.”
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MATTHEW 18:12-14

Jesus said to his disciples: “What is your opinion? If a man has
a hundred sheep and one of them goes astray, will he not leave
the ninety-nine in the hills and go in search of the stray? And if
he finds it, amen, | say to you, he rejoices more over it than over
the ninety-nine that did not stray. In just the same way, it is not
the will of your heavenly Father that one of these little ones be
lost.”

Gratitude means having a thankful disposition of mind and heart.

In the Gospel today, the shepherd who lost his sheep rejoices when
he finds it. His joy is a type of gratitude to God for helping him find
what was lost. Have you ever lost something and then found it?
Describe how you felt.

Did you remember to thank God in prayer for helping you find what
you had lost? If not, how can you remember to always thank God?
